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Bev May (nee Summers) began her cycling career 1958 with a special licence to 
race with the men. She was the first woman rider to compete in the “Round       
Mt Taranaki” race in 1966, and has held the record of Hamilton Post Office to    
Auckland Post Office in a time of 4.20.50. She raced in the first Elite women’s 
nationals in the late 1970s at Mataura, where she placed 2nd over a distance of 
22km. When racing Bev was a strong hill climber, and continues her love of hills 
by encouraging others to race up them!  In 1988 a serious accident and shoulder 
injury has prevented her from competing.  
 
Her love of the sport continued with event management and being the club     
secretary of Morrinsville Wheelers Cycling club for the past 30 years.  Bev is an 
internationally recognized UCI Commissaire and has worked at the 1990      
Commonwealth and innumerable New Zealand    National events. She is a     
recognized coach and has developed a number of    riders in their junior years 
(including Tour de France rider Julian Dean), and    others more recently to      
national titles and riders to the Junior Worlds Track Championships.  With the 
help of husband Dave (also a keen cyclist) they have encouraged many children 
in Morrinsville to give cycling a go!   
 
Bev has kept a scrapbook record of cycling events in New Zealand since she be-
gan riding. These scrapbooks will be on display at the Harcourts KDRE Bev May 
Women’s Tour in the Morrinsville Intermediate School hall. 
 
The first Bev May Women’s Tour was a provincial event with 20 entries.  It was 
Bev’s dream to host a women’s only event with multiple stages over two days of 
racing.  Progressively the racing has become more popular, and now is a        
recognized selection event. Feel free to have a chat with Bev, her enthusiasm 
rubs off on everyone who meets her!

The overall GC winner will win the U15/U13 Tour Leader Jersey.   
There are separate placing for both grades in stages and overall GC. 
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1. BikeNZ & UCI rules apply in this tour. 
2. Any race complaints must go to the Chief Commissaire (Mark Ireland) 
3. Any non-racing complaints must go to Race Announcer (Mark May) 
4. Riders must all have signed their race entry form before they receive their numbers. 
5. Riders must exchange Licences for numbers to sign on for Stage One.   
6. Riders must sign on before stages 2,3,4 (10 minutes before race starting) 
7. All riders must be present at briefings on both Saturday & Sunday at 8.30am at race HQ 

(Morrinsville Intermediate School) - a roll call may be taken.  
8. All riders must wear their numbers ABOVE their riding jersey and must be visible at all 

times from behind. 
9. This tour is for individuals—not teams. No Telec ommunications (ear pieces etc) to 

be worn.  Riders will receive a 3 minute time penal ty if they are caught with such 
devices. 

10. Riders must return their number in order to receive their licence back. 
11. All riders awarded the Tour Leader, Sprint Ace,  Hill Climber, Aggressive Rider 

jerseys MUST wear them in the next stage. A fine an d/or time penalty of 3 minutes 
will be added to your GC time if you choose not to wear the jersey. 

12. A & B Grades will race together with separate GC prizes and stage placings to be won. 
Should a B Grade rider finish in top stage placings they will receive A Grade money as well 
as B Grade. 

13. A & B Grade will compete for a combined Sprint Ace jersey and combined Hill Climber 
jersey.  

14. B Graders will be competing for the MOST AGGRESSIVE B GRADE RIDER jersey. 
15. U17 Riders will race in their own competition. U15/U13 riders may pay to enter to race on 

Sunday, but cannot win U17 prize money. They choose to race for experience only. 
16. Gear checks will take place before the start of  U17/U15/U13 riders races. 
17. U15 & U13 will race together for an overall U15/U13 tour leader GC. If satisfactory entries 

there may be some GC prizes for U13. 
18. C Grade women race in their own competition. And must not interfer with any other race. 
19. The event manager has the discretion to change a B Grade or C Grade riders up a 

grade after stage one when a person is deemed to ha ve entered the wrong grade. 
20. Should any B Grade, C Grade, U17, U15/U13 rider not complete a stage they are 

permitted to start the following stage (s) but cannot achieve placings or trophies.  This is to 
encourage people to do as much of the tour as they can. This rule applies to A Grade 
riders in exceptional circumstances (at Race Commissaire’s discretion). 
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21 Should a B,C, U17, U15/U13 rider not complete a stage they are permitted to start 
the following stages but cannot achieving placing or trophies. This is to encourage 
riders to complete as much as they can. Only in exceptional circumstances will this 
rule also apply to A Grade riders. 

22 Any supporters caught following any race forming a convoy will be 
disciplined. The first instance your rider will be given a time penalty 
and the second offence your rider will be disqualif ied.   

23 Supporters caught towing riders will have their rid er disqualified, no 
warnings given!  

24 Riders are to supply spare wheels clearly named and labelled whether they are 9 
or 10 speed. 

25 Flages used on courses:  
 Red = danger/caution   White  = sprint Ace Sprint 200m 
 Checkered   = finish line  Yellow  = Hill Climb Sprint 200m 
26 A/B/U17 Sprint Points are 1st = 5pts, 2nd = 3pts, 3 rd = 2pts, 4th = 1point  
27 A/B/U17 Hill Climb Points are 1st = 5pts, 2nd = 3pt s, 3rd = 2pts, 4th = 1point  
28 Bonus time for All Grades for the finishing of each  event:    
 1st = 5 sec, 2nd = 3 sec, 3rd = 2 sec, 4th = 1second                                                    
29 When you finish a race please go to the finish shoot to report your number as  
 having finished. 
30 All marshals have red flags which they point in the correct direction. It is important 
 for  riders to study course maps to remain on the right course! 
31 Corner marshals are in place to direct riders in the correct direction, they are not 
 allowed to stop traffic.    
32 ROADS ARE NOT CLOSED—OBEY ALL ROAD RULES!! KEEP LEF T AT ALL 

TIMES. The Commissaires will be watching for overt breaches of this rule. 
33 There will be designated feeding zones for A/B Grade racing only. Riders receiving 

feeds outside these zones may be penalised by commissaires. No feed zones for 
any other grades. 

34 Hall key will be made available from race management—remember security as 
people lock valuables in the hall.
